(b)Animal  Anatomical Waste :

Experimental animal carcasses, body 

parts, organs, tissues, including  the 

waste generated     from animals used 

in experiments  or  testing in  veterinary  

hospitals or colleges or animal houses.

Chemicals used in production of 

biological and  used  or  discarded 

disinfectants.

(f)   Chemical   Liquid Waste :

Liquid  waste  generated due to use of 

chemicals in  production of biological  

and  used  or discarded disinfectants, 

Silver X-ray film developing liquid, 

discarded Formalin, infected 

secretions, aspirated body fluids, liquid 

from laboratories and floor washings, 

cleaning, house-keeping and 

disinfecting  activities etc.
